CERT and CART programs are works-in-progress. Need certification/ID post-9/11, self-dispatched workers not accountable/ some kill leaving their family with nothing
Damage Assessment collaboration between Emergency Management Agency and Red Cross.

Federal Mandate if human shelter opens so must a pet shelter.
CERT/CART volunteers, EMA will support the program.
CERT Coordinator to keep track of training, assignments, roster, reports and advocacy. About 4 to 8 hours a month requires Quarterly and semi-annual reports.
Span of Supervision 3-7. Team Leaders, Crew Chiefs, and Town-level Teams assist as needed.
Four types of CART Operations – Pet Shelters, Stray Shelter, Large Animal Shelter and Rescue

IC-317 is only a introduction to CERT is NOT a substitute for full CERT course.
CERT Training about 28 hours 10 modules including Adult, child and infant CPR/AED. CERT course does have an exam.
CART training involves Basic Animal Safety, Animal Shelter Operations, Pet/Animal First Aid and Bio-security protect the food infrastructure.. EMA, ICS 100 and ICS-700 training about 5 additional hours. In house training possible, multiple course to adapt to schedules.
